Non-Tech: 

● Practice identifying feelings. 
Have your student create a 
feelings poster and help them 
identify how they are feeling 
throughout the day.  

● Help your child identify 3 
positive coping skills they can 
practice at home when they 
are experiencing big feelings 
(e.g. taking 3 deep breaths 
when feeling frustrated, spend 
10 minutes practicing yoga 
when feeling worried, coloring 
when feeling sad). 

● Set up a space in your home 
with your child where they can 
go to practice calming their 
bodies when they are feeling 
big feelings. This is similar to 
the “calm spot” your child may 
use in their classroom.
